Updating Personal 
Information 

• Click on View/Update Member Info (in Membership dropdown on  
home page) to update personal information at any time.  It is a  
self-maintaining database that updates real-time online (*).  
 
The form allows you to: 
• Add or change your email, mailing address, phone number 

• See what is displayed in the online Member Directory (includes all 

elements of the print Directory if have opted-in to receive one at 

home by each February) 

• Opt-out of receiving a print Member Directory at your home if you 

currently do and convert to online only

• If you wish to change your option, log in, go to Membership, View/ 

Update Member Info, click on Subscriptions, click on Change Plan. 

 

• Click on Sign Up for Online option ($15) if you want to stop paying for 

and receiving the print newsletter at your home. 

 

• Click on Sign Up for Online+Print option ($20) if you want to receive the

• This change will take effect at our next membership cycle of Nov 1. 

 

 

• When making this election anytime outside of the “renewal” cycle of  

Sep 1 – Oct 31, it will ADD a year to your subscription and require you 

to pay for it at the time you change options. 

 

• Then, come time for normal renewal, you will receive an email reminding 

you not to renew; your membership will just continue.  You can verify 

this by clicking on the Subscriptions link again, and you should see two 

Memberships listed for different years. 

 

• If you wish to avoid adding an additional year to your membership, just 

wait for the renewal cycle to begin (Sep 1) and make the change at that 

time which will go into effect Nov 1.

• EPP – Scroll to bottom of page for EPP link. Enter your saved 

password.  If needing to update email address at EPP website, 

sign in with email address you are changing FROM, enter your 

password, click on Customer Service, My Account, re-enter 

outdated email address and current password. Click on Change 

Email, enter new email address and same/new password, click 

Save. 

• If you are a designated retiree, make sure that you see the 

HPEPP or EPP symbol to receive the proper retiree discount or 

ask an EPP specialist to confirm your eligibility and discount 

applied.  If you are not an HPI retiree, look for “Friends and 

Family Savings” info.
